If, in your contact with local kennels, you think there 
might be a need for our financial support, initially discuss it with a committee member who will then assess its possibility 
for grant aid. 

However, Greyhound Walks is not just about raising money and we will always put walking with like-minded greyhound 
owners as our prime objective.

Apply some water under the chin and down the chest.
